Donald L. "Don" Baker, 83, of Mooresville, went to be with the Lord on
Sunday, September 3, 2017. Born in Indianapolis on September 21, 1933,
Don was the son of Herman and Margaret (Betty) Webb Baker. 

After moving to Mooresville as a child, Don graduated from Monrovia High
School with the class of 1951. Don and his beloved wife of 59 years, Bonita L.
(Moody) Baker, were united in marriage on June 15, 1958, a true example of
lasting love and commitment. From 1952-1961, Don proudly dedicated himself
to the service of his country in the Army National Guard, where he was
promoted and ranked as a 1st Class Sergeant. 

 

Don spent his life doing what he loved. A reputable and selfless Morgan
county farmer, he recently retired when his health started to decline. Don
helped his father build Baker’s Echo Lake Mobile Home Community, where he
successfully ran and operated the park until 1998. In addition, he helped with
the production and build of Lake Bodona (named after Bonnie and Don). Mr.
Baker was also the co-owner of the Double B Arena that is often referred to as
the Baker's Rodeo on Gasburg Road. 

A man of great faith and cherished Elder, he was a devoted member and
servant at the Monrovia Christian Church. Don will be remembered by his
church family for his famous “smile times” that he truly loved to share with the



congregation. Above all, he found great joy in bringing a smile to others faces.
Don will also be remembered for his warm smile, kind heart and gentle spirit.
He always had time for others and made sure to put the needs of others
before his own. An honest, fair and hardworking man, he exemplified honor
and integrity to all that were privileged to know him. He was a father figure to
many young kids who looked up to him as he mentored and taught them the
value of respect and honest, hard work. 

 

Along with his wife, Bonnie, survivors include his children, Mike Baker, Doug
Baker (wife, Robin) and Debbie Monts (husband, Frank); as well as his
grandchildren who loved, respected and adored him, Justin, Jesse and Kayla
Monts, Katy Baker (fiance’, Austin Mason), Shelby Hadley (husband, Jake)
and Jeb Baker; and three great grandsons.
