Meticulous and
sometimes eccentric, Eddie kept up on world affairs as well as politics, finding
great pleasure in passing on news to those around him. Blessed with his first
grandson two months ago, he was a proud grandpa. Although his time on
earth was too short, he leaves a legacy of love and light and will be forever
missed.
